1570 Guy Fawkes was born in York, England 

November 5th 
1605 

Guy Fawkes planned to blow up the Houses of 
Parliament in London. 

2nd September 
1666 

A fire starts in a bakery on Pudding Lane, London 

4th September 
1666 

Houses are pulled down in an attempt to stop the fire 

6th September 
1666 

The fire starts to burn more slowly as the wind dies down 

7th September 
1666 

The fire is finally under control

Guy Fawkes 

He plotted to use explosives to 

destroy the Houses of 

Parliament and King James 1. 

  

King James 1 

He was the monarch on the 

throne at the time of 

Gunpowder Plot. 

 

 

Samuel Pepys 

Samuel Pepys survived the 

Great Plague of 1665. 

He also saw the Great Fire of 

London in 1666. It destroyed 

13,000 houses.
