of work) and supplemented by units 

from the Rising Stars curriculum in 

Key Stage 1.

• Opportunities for pupils 
working at greater depth to 
challenge their thinking 

• Range of teaching styles to 
meet the needs of all learners. 

 

• Teachers complete summative 
assessments at the end of each 
topic. These assessments are 
recorded on Insight (from 
summer 2023) 

• Geography makes a 
significant contribution 
to the ELG objectives of 
developing a child’s 
understanding of the 
world through activities 
such as finding out about 
different places and 
habitats and 
investigating our locality. 

Pupils will have opportunities to 

develop the skills and 

knowledge needed to 

communicate geographical 

information in a variety of ways 

e.g. through maps, numerical 

data and extended writing.
