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We will learn about how to keep our bodies healthy, focusing on diet, exercise and how some substances can affect our health. We will look the nutrients our body needs and how these nutrients travel around our body. Our learning builds on our human body works in Year 4 including nutrition and the function of the digestive system.  


 Design Technology
We will be learning how to create a automaton toy. We will learn about the function of cams and develop our woodwork skills. Our learning will build on our Year 4 learning about mechanical cars. 


Personal Development
We will be building on our current anti bullying knowledge; focusing on the types of bullying and strategies to deal with these. We will also look into the term bullying and how this differs from disagreements Our learning will build on our Year 4 Anti bullying’ work.



 Art
We will be learning how to express ourselves using different forms and styles of art. We will look closely at the art work of the ancient Maya. Our learning will build on our Year 5 learning about the purpose of Art and every picture has a story.


MFL - French
Our MFL learning will consist of learning how to describe our homes. We will learn about the names of rooms, adjectives to describe these and phrases which will help us to comment about these.  Our learning will build on our knowledge of adjectives from Year 5. 

RE
We will learn about how Christians show their belief in Jesus is the God incarnate and how this links with Christingle.
We will build on our Year 5 Islam learning; focusing on the beliefs of Christians. 


History
We will learn about the impact of war, how and why WW1 and WW2 started and we will look at the effects on civilians. We will make some links to St.Neots during the World Wars, researching into the impact of war for those on the Homefront. Our learning will build on our knowledge of cause and effect from Year 4 and our Year 3 learning around the local area.


Maths
Within this half term, we will complete our learning on converting units of measure, including solving real life problems. We will also look at area, perimeter and volume, also focusing on solving problems involving these. The term will end with a focus on ratio and proportion. We will also continue to develop our number fluency through our weekly arithmetic lesson. Our learning will build on our ratio, area and perimeter learning from Year 5.


English
Texts: This half term, our English texts focus on the narrative ‘The Graveyard Book’ by Neil Gaiman and ‘A Christmas Carol’ by Charles Dickens.
Writing outcomes: Through our learning around these texts, we will create examples of both a Bildungsroman narrative and a persuasive letter.
Cross curricular writing links: Within our learning, we will have many opportunities for cross curricular writing. This will include writing about the causes of WW1 and WW2.  
Handwriting: We will continue to join our writing and will complete discrete handwriting lessons each week. The joined writing style will also be used within independent writing. 
Guided reading: We will have the opportunity to experience guided reading every day. This will include sharing a variety of texts, reading as a class, within groups and independently. We will also have a fluency session each week using the text Rose Blanche by Roberto Innocenti and Ian McEwan. 
Weekly spellings: Spelling will be taught explicitly and individualized spelling homework will be provided each week.
Physical Education
We will continue to develop our teamwork and communication skills building on our learning in Year 6. 
Our PE days are on Tuesdays and Thursdays.  

Year 6
Computing
We will be focusing on the triumph of the Enigma project in WW2 and we will be investigating the power of coded messages. We will also be creating our very own website page to inform others about our topic. Our learning will build on our understanding of website design from Year 4.
