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We will be creating our very own art pieces using the medium of photography. We will learn about macro photography and photomontage, taking inspiration from the work of Hannah Hoch.  We will build on our learning from the Year 5 ‘Every picture tells a story’ unit. 


RE
We will be learning about suffering in the world and how this links with scripture from different religions. We will make links to beliefs from Christianity, Judaism and Islam. 
We will build on our learning of the creation story.  


English
Texts: This half term, our English texts focus on writing a persuasive speech and writing inspired by War Horse by Michael Morpurgo.  
Writing outcomes: Through our learning around these texts, we will create examples of a persuasive speech, character profiles, free verse poems, setting descriptions, formal and informal letters. 
Cross curricular writing links: Within our learning, we will have many opportunities for cross curricular writing. This will include writing about the Industrial Revolution, along with explanations for our electricity topic. 
Handwriting: We will continue to join our writing and will complete discrete handwriting lessons each week. The joined writing style will also be used within independent writing. 
Guided reading: We will have the opportunity to experience guided reading every day. This will include sharing a variety of texts, reading as a class, within groups and independently. We also have a weekly fluency lesson.
Weekly spellings: Spelling will be taught explicitly and individualized spelling homework will be provided each week.

MFL - French
Our MFL learning will consist of learning how to describe our homes. We will learn about the names of rooms, adjectives to describe these and phrases which will help us to comment about these.  Our learning will build on our knowledge of adjectives from Year 5. 

Personal Development
This half term we will be learning about the effect of drugs on our bodies. We will have a visit from a nurse who will teach us the difference between legal and illegal. Our learning will build on our science learning from last term.

Year 6
Maths
Within this half term, we will recap our understanding of decimals ensuring we are secure with using all four operations with decimal numbers. We will also extend our knowledge of decimals and fractions and apply this to our learning around percentages. Year 6 will also begin to look at algebra, including algebraic expressions and formulas. We will also continue to develop our number fluency through our weekly arithmetic lesson. Our learning will build on our decimal and problem-solving learning from Year 5.


Computing
We will continue to learn about data handling and how to use ICT programs to support this. We will continue to develop our knowledge of infrared, Bluetooth etc. Our learning will build on our understanding of online safety and Year 5 Data Handling. 

Science
We will learn about the wonder of electricity. We will begin by learning about atoms and how the current of atoms creates electricity. Our learning will also allow use to create circuits, investigate the effectiveness of different components and draw circuits using symbols. Our learning builds on our electricity learning in Year 4 on circuits.


Physical Education
We will continue to develop our teamwork and communication skills building on our learning in Year 6. 
Our PE days are on Tuesdays and Thursdays.  

History
We will investigate the achievements and developments of the Victorians, focusing on The Industrial Revolution. We will research using difference sources. Our learning will develop our understanding of historical chronology learnt in previous year groups.
