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Texts: This half term, we will be writing narratives based on ‘War Horse’ by Michael Morpurgo.  
Writing outcomes: Through our learning around these texts, we will create examples of a narrative. We will also be writing formal and informal letters. 
Cross curricular writing links: Within our learning, we will have many opportunities for cross curricular writing. This will include writing in Geography and Science. 
Handwriting: We will continue to join our writing and will complete discrete handwriting lessons each week. The joined writing style will also be used within independent writing. 
Guided reading: We will have the opportunity to experience guided reading every day. This will include sharing a variety of texts, reading as a class, within groups and independently. 
Weekly spellings: Spelling will be taught explicitly and individualized spelling homework will be provided each week.

MFL - French
Our MFL learning will consist of learning how to describe a holiday. We will learn the names for the different countries in Europe and some of the activities people partake in whilst they are on holiday. Our learning will build on our knowledge of adjectives from Year 5. 
Maths
Within this half term, we will recap our understanding of statistics, drawing and interpreting lines graphs and pie charts. We will also look into the properties of shapes and learn how to use algebra. We will also continue to develop our number fluency through our daily arithmetic lessons. Our learning will build on our statistic, shape and problem-solving learning from Year 5.


Art
In this unit we will design and program a navigation tool to produce a multifunctional device for trekkers using CAD 3D modelling software. We will pitch and explain the product to a guest panel. Our learning will build on our Year 5 learning. 


RE
We will continue to learn about the concept of suffering. Developing their understanding of suffering, we will look at alternative ideas about and responses to suffering through scripture, quotes and images. 
We will build on our learning of Christianity from previous years including our understanding of the Story of Jesus and how he influenced the lives of Christians today. 


Computing
We will be learning about the history of computers. We will about a computers operating system, their memory storage and other features of a computer. We will look into how these have been developed. Our learning will build on our learning from Year 4.

Science
We will learn about the wonder of light and how it travels. Our learning will also allow us to investigate shadows and make links with the natural world. We will carry out practical and research-based activities to support our learning. Our learning builds on our light learning in Year 3 of how we see things and how the eye works. 


Personal Development
Within our managing safety and risk unit, we will focus on the importance of making sensible choices. We will learn to identify the advantages/disadvantages of taking risks. Our learning will build on our Year 5 ‘Personal Safety’ work.


Physical Education
We will continue to develop our teamwork and communication skills building on our learning in Year 6. 
Our PE days are on Tuesdays and Thursdays.  

Year 6
Geography
We will learn the human population on Earth and the population in the UK. We will use our understanding of graph reading to investigate how the population has changed and will continue to change. We will also look into reasons for this change. Our learning will build on our knowledge of the world gained across KS1 and 2.
