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This half term we will be learning about what slums are and where they are located. We will compare different slums and consider what the challenges are of people that live within slums. Finally, we will consider what can be done to improve the quality of life for people living within slums. 


Science:
We will learn about properties and changes in materials. We will be investigating how to group materials based on their properties. We will be learning about thermal and electrical conductors and insulators. We will be investigating the difference between dissolving and melting, and how to separate mixtures. Our learning builds on our understanding of states of matter in Year 4.
